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MISSION STATEMENT

MISSION AND DEVELOPMENT CHALLENGES OF THE EUROPEAN SCHOOL OF LAW AND GOVERNMENT 
The European School of Law and Government (hereinafter referred to as the ESLG) was established on 29.09.2009 by the Institute of Human Rights (Slovenia), Institute of International Law (Slovenia) and company Abellardo (Kosovo) and it is the first major project of academic and professional cooperation of partners from the university sphere in the Republic of Slovenia and the Republic of Kosovo in the context of traditionally friendly relationships of Slovenia and Kosovo.   By establishing the ESLG the partners have built a bridge for the transfer of modern study programmes, designed in accordance with the highest European Union criteria, to the territory of the Republic of Kosovo. 

I. MISSION OF THE EUROPEAN SCHOOL OF LAW AND GOVERNMENT 
The European School of Law and Government  is a direct consequence of the needs, related to the emergence and development of a new state – the Republic of Kosovo, and orientation of the modern democracy to the European area.  The fundamental mission of the ESLG is to contribute to the professional and scientific area of Kosovo with academic programmes and contents from the field of sciences that contribute to the identity of the state with the purpose of educating young intellectuals to be able to efficiently create a modern democracy (nation building) and integrate it into the Euro-Atlantic area. In the years the come the ESLG will be developed into a teaching and research institution of the highest quality, creating an intellectual elite, comparable with that in the European Union and it will take an active part in building up a modern state governed by the rule of law.

II. STUDY PROGRAMMES

The ESLG has adapted its basic study programmes and the model and mode of study to the above mission. At the beginning of its operation in Kosovo the ESLG is bringing to Kosovo five up-to-date programmes of study in the field of law, national, international and European sciences, and infrastructure ,designed in compliance with the most recent European standards of the Bologna process:

University study programme Law level 1;
University study programme Law and Management of Real estate level 1;
Masters study programme Law level 2;

Masters study programme European and diplomatic studies;

Masters study programme Law and Management of Real estate Level 2;

All the above programmes have been accredited and they have been successfully carried out in the Republic of Slovenia, a European Union Member State, for several years, at the European Law Faculty in Nova Gorica and at the Faculty of Government and European Studies, currently with more than 1500 students.  In the Republic of Slovenia the programmes are supported also by concession budgetary resources and other related resources of the Republic of Slovenia, which means that the modern government recognises the need for such programme contents for a young EU Member State. 

The founders of the ESLG, who are the holders of the intellectual property rights for the above programmes for the Republic of Kosovo, have adapted the programmes to the needs of education sphere and the Republic of Kosovo.  The transfer of the above programmes to the Republic of Kosovo is only the beginning of the ESLG mission. In case the start-up programmes are accredited, the Slovenian part of the ESLG partnership will bring also new programmes to the Republic of Kosovo, which are being successfully developed within the private faculties in the Republic of Slovenia.  

III. KOSOVO AND SLOVENIA TOGETHER IN THE EUROPEAN HIGHER EDUCATION AREA

In order to establish close links between the newly founded ESLG and the existing Slovenian academic institutions and, above all, in order to control and maintain the highest level of quality, a special cooperation agreement has been signed by the European Law Faculty in Nova Gorica and the ESLG, ensuring a continuous and two-way flow of academic staff and students between the Republic of Slovenia and the Republic of Kosovo. At the same time the above mentioned agreement allows the ESLG to draw on, at least indirectly, the conclusions and contents, materialised by the Slovenian academic institution in its close integration in European academic area (ERASMUS, Norwegian Mechanism, the system of agreements with academic institutions in the EU).  Close links with the European Law Faculty in Nova Gorica will allow for further development of the best young pedagogues within the European Union and provide opportunities for the best, mainly postgraduate students, to continue their studies in a European Member State.   

In addition to the programmes themselves, the team of professors is also a guarantee for the quality of the academic institution. Links with the European Law Faculty in Nova Gorica ensure quality and established and duly habilitated holders of each subject in the five basic programmes of the ESLG. The team of professors, which is being sent to the Republic of Kosovo by the founders, the ESLG and European Law Faculty in Nova Gorica, is a team of top habilitated teachers and specialised staff members who have, in addition to the academic sphere, excelled at top positions in practice, such as the judges of the European Court of Human Rights, judges of the Constitutional Court of the RS, judges of the Supreme Court, ministers, state secretaries, special representatives, international negotiators, heads of legislative projects, and similar.  It is of a special importance for the development of the Kosovo Republic as a state, governed the rule of law, that the team of professors who are coming to the Republic of Kosovo, have been participating as experts and authors of the independence and also most of the subsequent legislation of the Republic of Slovenia, including the legislation, required by the membership in the European Union.

IV. RESEARCH AND ADVISORY PROGRAMMES FOR THE INTEGRATION OF KOSOVO IN THE EU

In addition, the ESLG plans to develop also a system of research institutions which will provide research basis for educational programmes, involvement of the best students at all levels in research projects and meeting the current needs of the Republic of Kosovo in the fields, covered by the ESLG programmes, among others: joining the EU and Euro-Atlantic and other international organisations, multilateral and bilateral international relations and diplomacy, peaceful settlement of international disputes, building up of a state governed by the rule of law, harmonisation of the legislation with the EU requirements, protection of human rights and fundamental freedoms, ... The programmes and the mode of study, brought to the Republic of Kosovo by the establishment of the ESLG, pay special attention to the importance of integrating theory and practice. By encouraging and directing active research work by the students, particularly at the postgraduate level, and by encouraging the involvement in fundamental and applied research projects and publishing of research conclusions in domestic and foreign scientific publications, the ESLG would like to contribute to the development of the Kosovo science. 

V. STRATEGIC OBJECTIVES AND PRIORITIES OF THE EUROPEAN SCHOOL OF LAW AND GOVERNMENT 
In accordance with the fundamental premise of its foundation, the ESLG has set the following goals:

· to increase the number of positions for undergraduate students at the national level and provide the opportunity for full-time study to a higher number of potential candidates; 

· to contribute to the increased number of postgraduate students and graduates of masters study programmes; 

· to offer new, interdisciplinary postgraduate programmes;

· to emphasise the importance of connecting theory and practice by including practice into the credit system at the undergraduate and postgraduate levels;

· to ensure full mobility of students at the national and international levels with a clear structure of the credit system, based on the European credit system (ECTS);

· to enhance and emphasise the importance of independent study and research work, accompanied by mentoring which will mainly ensure the evaluation of such work within the credit system; 

· to contribute to the development of the Kosovo science by encouraging and directing active research work by the students, particularly at the postgraduate level, and by encouraging the involvement in fundamental and applied research projects and publishing of research conclusions in domestic and foreign scientific publications;

· to enhance international cooperation with other academic institutions within cooperation in the field of teaching (e.g. exchanges of professors and researchers, joint summer schools) which should contribute to international recognition of the ESLG;

· to strengthen own library activity by increasing the number of library units  and expand its domestic and international integration;

· to further develop the concept of own publications or magazines and inclusion thereof in international lists of reference publications;

· to obtain own premises for carrying out the study activity.

Short-term priority objectives of the ESLG are as follows:

· commence the implementation of study programmes in academic year 2010/2011.

· 100% feasibility of the planned study activity (lectures and exercises) in undergraduate and postgraduate study in all programmes;

· 90% of students meet the conditions for progressing to the next year in all study programmes;

· 150 graduates in undergraduate programmes and 50 graduates in masters programmes;

· start up of the research work by research groups;

· establishment of new accredited study programmes at the undergraduate and postgraduate levels;

· habilitation of new staff;

· establish direct contacts with high-ranking academic institutions in the EU and invite foreign visiting professors;

· organisation of international conferences and summer school;

· obtain the planned literature for undergraduate and postgraduate study within library activity;

· start-up of an international reference magazine;

· conduct students survey;

· drafting self-evaluation annual report;

· encourage and support students in carrying out interest activities.

VI. OPEN QUESTIONS AND DEVELOPMENTS CHALLENGES THE EUROPEAN SCHOOL OF LAW AND GOVERNMENT  IS FACING 

Slovenian and Kosovo founders of the new school are facing numerous questions concerning the content, finance and organisation, which have to be resolved in time in order to publish the call for the enrolment to school study programmes in time and thus allow for the beginning of study for the 2010-2011 generation, provided the school and its programmes are accredited.  At this point we would like to mention some major and most complex issues:

1. Setting up the school team of professors: The founders are striving to motivate Slovenian and international professors to be the holders and to carry out all subjects within the study programmes which have been submitted to accreditation, and at the same time attract a qualified and promising pedagogues from Kosovo as well. Optimally, each subject should be carried out by two lecturers - one from Slovenia (or another EU Member State) and one from Kosovo; they should design the study contents and study material for the subject together and they are both responsible for that subject.

2. The issue of the language, used for study programmes: Slovenian (or international) professors will conduct their part of the learning programme in English (as a priority) or another world language (German, French) while the lecturers from Kosovo will, as a priority, use Albanian language. Slovenian lecturers will mainly cover international, comparative, European and conceptual contents of the learning programme, while lecturers and other teaching staff (assistants, researchers) from Kosovo will cover mainly the elements of legal, administrative and social system of Kosovo.

3. The population of candidates for the enrolment to the study programmes of the European School of Law and Government : The founders of the school emphasise its mission to educate for the needs of the Republic of Kosovo and its young population. However, also the needs of the wider cultural, national or language territory where the Albanian community lives, irrespective of the current state borders – in the Republic of Albania, in the Former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia, in the Republic of Serbia and the Republic of Montenegro, are taken into account. Last but not least, the European School of Law and Government  would like to take into account also the educational needs of the Kosovo and wider Albanian diaspora elsewhere in the world.

4. The founders of the European School of Law and Government  will try to establish the best possible study conditions for its students in Priština. However, their financial resources are limited as, for the time being, there is no government financial support yet. Consequently, the founders' strategic plan takes into account gradual creation of university infrastructure in Priština – in accordance with the extent of the first generation of enrolled students and in accordance with the resources, obtained by tuition fees. The founders plan to obtain additional start-up means on the basis of European advisory, educational and research projects that the institutes of the European School of Law and Government  will obtain in cooperation with the bodies of the Republic of Kosovo. 

5. Internal organisation and development of the European School of Law and Government : Founders plan a relatively small but elite and academically excellent school, which would gradually enrol up to about 3,000s student in the period of five years.   The school will directly conduct study programmes at all three levels  - undergraduate, masters and doctoral. As for the scientific and teaching guidelines, current and future accreditation of law, administrative, business, European and international programmes is planned with certain interdisciplinary integrations with technical sciences and humanities (for example, the current programme of law and management of real estate and infrastructure).

6. Its European and international contents as well as the contents contributing to the identity of the state are the specific and strategic guidelines of the European School of Law and Government . The emphasised elements of these contents are as follows: Law and particularly constitutional law of the European Union, the processes of the integration of the Republic of Kosovo into the European Union; processes of the harmonisation of the Republic of Kosovo legal order with the European legal order; study of the constitutional, European and international law of human rights and freedoms; building up a modern state (nation-building) and its democratic and law institutions (institution-building) and the processes of modernisation on the basis of the rule of law principles of a democratic state and modern entrepreneurship.

1. STRATEGIC PLANNING TO ACHIEVE THE GOALS   
In the first years the ESLG will cooperate with EVRO-PF, which will inform it about the changes at other higher education institutions abroad and propose changes which would contribute to higher quality of the ESLG. The ESLG will also follow changes at the Kosovo higher education institutions itself, as well as Kosovo legislation. 

The ESLG will ensure the quality of the higher education institution by providing internationally recognised domestic and foreign professors and guests from practice (politicians, graduates, judges, prosecutors, lawyers, economic operators, and so forth). In addition to this, the ESLG will conduct student survey and will conduct a self-evaluation report every year.
As a framework for establishing the definition of quality, self-evaluation facilitates the assessment of performance and helps plan the objectives and action plans for further work. It is a process of defining, collecting and analysing qualitative (employee self-assessment, user opinions) and quantitative (facts) information. To sum up, it is a process which should be the basis for decisions on changes in the work of the faculty. There is more about (self)evaluation below.
2. ORGANIZATION, MANAGEMENT AND PLANNING
The name of the higher education institution is the following: EUROPEAN SCHOOL OF LAW AND GOVERNMENT .

The European School of Law and Government has been registered with the Ministry of Trade and Industry as a limited liability company under the name of European School of Law and Government  L.L.C.
The title of the institution is: THE EUROPEAN SCHOOL OF LAW AND GOVERNMENT .

Its short name is: THE EUROPEAN SCHOOL.

Its abbreviated name is: ESLG.

The seat of the School is in Nazim Gafurri 33 Prishtina in the Republic of Kosovo.

Basic study programmes of the school at the time of its incorporation and accreditation are:

· 4 year graduate programme »Law – 1st Cycle« 
· 3 year graduate programme »Law and Management of Real Estate – 1st Cycle«

· 1 year postgraduate masters programme »Law - 2nd Cycle«

· 2 year postgraduate master programme »Law and Management of Real Estate - 2nd Cycle«

· 2 year postgraduate master programme » EU Studies and Diplomacy  – 2nd Cycle«

2.1 LEGAL FORM 

The ESLG is legal entity, which acts on its own behalf and for its own account. ESLG is an autonomous institution of higher education. 

ESLG is limited liability COMPANY acting under the Law No. 02/L123 on Business Organizations adopted by Assembly of Kosovo (Ligji Nr. 02/L123 per shoqerite tregtare) and of its international legal obligations.

The ESLG was established on 29 September 2009. Its founders are the following: Inštitut za človekove pravice, svetovanje in izobraževanje, d.o.o. , Inštitut za mednarodno pravo – zavod and Abelardo L.L.C. On 29 October 2009 Kosova Business Registration Agency issued a Registration Certificate 70676904. For further information see ANNEX 1 – CERTIFICATE.
2.2. ORGANIZATIONAL CHART
The initial organizational chart of the ESLG is indicated in Figure 1. 

2.2.1 MANAGEMENT BOARD OF THE SCHOOL
The Management Board who sets the strategic planning of the School.

2.2.2 DIRECTOR

Director of the School is the head of the School administration in general and of all its units, including the office of the registrar, accounting office, and administration of all internal units, divisions and departments of the School. 
2.2.3 OFFICE OF THE REGISTRAR
Office of the registrar maintains students’ academic records, issues reports of grades, controls and administers enrollment of new students, and administers undergraduate and graduate studies

2.2.4 ACCOUNTING OFFICE
Accounting office administers finances in general, maintains audit account books for the School and its units, analyzes financial position of the School and its units, and performs book-keeping, and issues financial reports
2.2.5 RECTOR
The Rector is academic and scientific head of the School.

2.2.6 SENATE
The Senate shapes policy and procedure concerning issues of study programs, research activities and all other academic programmes and projects of the School.

2.2.7 ACADEMIC COUNCIL

The Academic Council is composed of all academic staff of the School with a valid contract with the School in the current academic year.
2.2.8 INTERNATIONAL ADVISORY COUNCIL
International Advisory Council will issue opinions on its own initiative or on request from the Board, the Senate or the Rector of the School on matters of international academic and public relevance for the School. The International Advisory Board shall be chaired by Dr. Dimitrij Rupel former Minister of Foreign Affairs of Slovenia.
2.3 THE STATUTE OF THE SCHOOL

2.4 OTHER BRANCHES AND CENTERS
At the moment the ESLG does not plan to establish other centres.

DEVELOPMENTAL PLAN OF THE INSTITUTION
The founders of the European School of Law and Government will try to establish the best possible study conditions for its students in Priština. 4. QUALITY MANAGEMENT

The process provides a critical self-evaluation and a review of all elements of the work carried out by the unit, and of a variety of aspects of the user experience. 

The components of the methodology are:  

(i)  a Self-assessment Report by a co-ordinating commission of the unit 

(ii)  evaluation of the report by a review group who visit the unit and discuss the report with representatives of staff, students and users of the unit 

(iii)  a final report by the review group incorporating recommendations for  quality improvement.  

(iv) on-going quality improvement. 
4.1  SCHOOL QUALITY REVIEW
The School Quality review, which is essentially a developmental process, is carried out in academic, administrative and service units. Periodically, reviews will also be undertaken in major Programmes and Research Institutes.  From time to time, thematic reviews of School-wide issues (e.g. first year student experience; staff/student consultation mechanisms) will also be carried out.  Typically the review model comprises four key elements:

(i) Preparation of a Self-assessment Report
(ii) A site visit by a Review Team that includes internal and external
   experts, both national and international.

(iii) Preparation of a Review Group Report 
(iv) Agreement of an action plan to effect improvement

4.2   SELF EVALUATION
In addition to the external, national control of the work of higher education institutions, the combined system is becoming more and more popular, which means that the higher education institution carries out a part of the evaluation itself. As a rule, higher education institution takes care about the quality of its work while external control is carried out by different groups (government agencies, intermediary agencies) which apply the method of peer control. It is self-evaluation which is the essential link between external assessment (carried out by government organisations) and internal quality assurance.

Above all, the ESLG will encourage internal motivation of the teaching staff for self-evaluation and improved quality of work. It will ensure that the members of the institutions will be appropriately informed and that they participate, which triggers the responsibility for the results. Therefore, on the basis of an appropriate plan of self-evaluation procedures, collecting of information (facts and opinions) on the work of the institution will be organised, and the results of self-evaluation will be linked with financial inflows (acquisition of resources on the basis of results). 

In the process of self-evaluation a self-evaluation group will be set up, the purpose and objectives of self-evaluation will be defined, a plan will be drafted, followed by the stage of collecting information and setting up records, analysis of the collected material and preparation of assessments, drafting of the report, and finally, further efforts arising form self-evaluation. Self-evaluation is collective work so it is led by a group, selected in advance. On the basis of the proposal by the department or chair the senate of the institution should appoint the members. The group should consist of 2 to 3 members and a coordinator. Work is based on democratic principles (coordinator is not the head). The group is recommended to consist of members of different ages (younger and older professors). It is recommended to have a member from a related discipline as well (distance to the problems addressed).  As Kosovo higher education system is small, it is recommended to involve foreign subject experts (i.e. experts for a certain subject) in order to ensure unbiased peer control. The letter will be selected by the faculty management from among foreign teaching staff. External factors, e.g. government agency for quality control, will also be able to appoint them. All members have to be aware of the purpose and objectives of the process.

At this stage self-evaluation variables are the level of formality, the level of objectivity and the level of openness. It has to be established already at this level whether self-evaluation takes place as external coercion (for example, the objective may be to persuade external surrounding about a certain quality of work at the institution) as in this case it is doomed to fail. Evaluation may take place at the level of the subject, study programme, department or the faculty as a whole. The conclusions of subject self-evaluation by different departments are to be integrated into the conclusions of the institutional self-evaluation, while the latter should be integrated into the conclusions at the central faculty level. 

Self-evaluation without a plan is a waste of time and leads into loss of the main direction, missed opportunities and confusion when the material has to be collected and a report submitted. Therefore, self-evaluation plan has to define who is responsible for certain tasks and when such tasks should be completed. The elements of the plan are as follows: self-evaluation objectives, self-evaluation limitations, review of the aspects that self-evaluation will cover, self-evaluation criteria, required information, time schedule of work and individual responsibilities.

This is followed by collecting information and setting up the records. In the process of self-evaluation the records is created on the basis of the information collected. Records means linking information with a criterion (information + criterion = records). Therefore its is extremely important to define the criterion of assessment prior to the commencement of collecting information. The required information may be of quantitative (e.g. data on dropouts) and qualitative nature (students' assessment of professors' work). Quantitative information may be illustrated by qualitative information (students' grades are linked with the dropout). During the collection of information special attention will be paid to the input, content, context, processes and results of higher education services. The analysis or aspects of discussion concerning the situation of the subject self-evaluation (e.g. study programme) are as follows: considering the actual situation, assessment of such situation, preparation of proposals for possible measures to manage shortcomings, if any. 

One of the main results of the work, done by the self-evaluation group, is drafting a report. The report should be in writing, it should reflect a critical analysis of the situation or assessment, supported by proofs. It should also include the analysis of strengths and weaknesses as well as proposals and recommendations aimed at improving the quality. The report is intended for a higher level of self-evaluation (subject report is intended for the institutional level of self-evaluation).

Evaluation report should also include the procedures and ways to improve the quality. 

However, the following should be taken into account: Actions must be feasible. If actions are not feasible, all the self-evaluation participants (e.g. students) have to be informed about that. Failure to do this may lead to doubts about the usefulness of the process in the future. It is essential to define a clear system of monitoring and checking the achievement of the recommended actions and a system which ensures that such actions are efficient. 
4.3 
SELF-EVALUATION COORDINATION COMMISSION
The School unit designates a group from within the School or a unit to form a co-ordinating commission, which is responsible for preparing the Self-assessment Report.  The commission must include the head of the School unit who plays an active role in the self-assessment procedures, and at least one other senior member of the staff.  The commission should be representative of all staff in the School unit.  In the case of a Faculty it should also include a student, preferably a postgraduate research student who is a recent graduate of the unit and thus familiar with its procedures.  The commission should be operational and therefore not too large.  The head of the School unit will chair the committee and liaise with the Quality Assurance Manager.  

4.4.
REGULATION ON QUALITY ASSURANCE PROCEDURES   

The ESLG will use the Rules on Self-Evaluation of the EVRO-PF. EVRO-PF Rules on self-evaluation and evaluation is enclosed. The Rule has been slightly adapted for the needs of ESLG. For further information please see ANNEX 2 – RULES.
4.5    INTRODUCTION OF ASSESMENT INSTRUMENTS QUESTIONNAIRES
The ESLG shall introduce the same system of course evaluations as EVRO-PF, however, it will introduce others that will help in quality improvement. It is important to get the views of students, staff, graduates, employers and other users.  

With regard to an academic department or Faculty it is envisaged that a questionnaire be completed for every module taught.  The questionnaires should also apply to laboratory sessions, field trips, and so on.  It is suggested that student questionnaires be administered before the summer break and before the Winter break.
 A questionnaire for students of the first year of undergraduate study programme Law Level I is enclosed. Please see ANNEX 3 – QUESTIONNAIRE. 

4.6 FOLLOW UP PROCEDURES ON QUALITY IMPROVEMENT 
Follow up is an integral part of the process.  The decisions on improvement, which are made in the follow-up to self-assessment and review provides a framework within which each unit of the University can continue to work toward the goal of developing and fostering a quality culture in the University.

4.6.1 Quality Improvement Plan

Following the receipt of the evaluation report, the Head of each University Unit sets up an Implementation Commission, which will present the views of the respective unit in subsequent follow-up discussions. 
The key responsibility of the Implementation Commission will be to draft the Quality Improvement Plan based on the Self-Assesment Report and Evaluation Team Report.

The quality improvement plan will include the detailed proposals for implementing the recommendations of the Self-Assesment and Evaluation Team reports (see Rule on Self-Evaluation and Evaluation) in the following:

(i).
organizational, administrative matters of the School.

(ii).
Shortcomings in services, procedures, and facilities, which are outside the control of the School unit.
(iii).

4.6.2 Funding for Quality improvement
The School will establish a Quality Improvement Fund within two year period. The School will also establish a School Quality Improvement Finance Commission. The School will also establish a permanent academic sub-commission on quality, which will prioritise the requests that are included in the Quality Improvement Plans.   

The Quality Improvement Fund will be financed 50 % by the grant and 50 % by the budget of the School.
4.6.3 Follow-up: Review after five years
Five years after the School unit has undergone quality assurance/quality improvement review, the Quality Assurance Manager will establish a small commission composed of the Quality Assurance Manager (or his/her nominee), a Dean of the Unit, and a member of Quality Improvement Standing Commission.
5 FINANCING 
The School shall obtain its financial means on the basis of specific agreements with its Founders, from concessions, scholarships, grants, donations, loans, sponsorships and the sale of goods and services on the market.   

The Self-Assesment report shall include only the financial projections of the School for the next years. All the figures are based on realistic projections in accordance with market trend in the area of private higher education.

6 PREMISES AND EQUIPMENT
The ESLG shall strictly observe the rules of the Kosovo Accreditation Agency and Ministry of Education, Science, and Technology of Republic of Kosovo in terms of premises, equipment, and information technology.

The ESLG shall strictly observe the rule on premises and shall meet the technical standard of 5 m2 per one student. 

For the purposes of reducing the business risk and preserving the financial sustainability of the School, the ESLG shall rent its premises for the first few years, whereas after its consolidation, the ESLG plans to build its campus.

The ESLG has made a preliminary agreement with the owner of premises to rent as much as the ESLG needs in accordance with the number of students and other technical standards it should meet (labs, library, and other equipment).

According to the business plan that the ESLG has made, the ESLG plans to rent 500 m2 preliminaily during the first year and then expand in agreement with the owner who has rendered his consent. The current premises are up to 2000 m2, which the ESLG will rent in phases. (Please see Lease Pre-Contract – enclosed in this application dossier).
In order to preserve the small class size of up to 30 students, the ESLG will have 4 classrooms equipped with a laptop and video-projector. 

The ESLG will have the IT lab equipped with 10 computers at first per 70 students. The ESLG will plan to increase the number of computers each year as the number of students.

The ESLG plans to build a library with the required literature in Engligh and Albanian language, but also it will equip the library with the books from the renown scholars in the field of law, international relations, diplomacy, and international security. 

The ESLG shall have the online grading system and online grade reporting system called SIS. The ESLG will also have the software Student Manager, which will create online archiving of grades and will have the MyCourses system where each professor will be able to download the electronic readings for the student there. The ESLG also plans to have the Live Chat where the student can have consultations online with both Kosovo and Slovenian professors. 

The ESLG will have its website built in ASP.net, which supports the introduction of web applications for the students such as the ones mentioned above. 

The ESLG plans to subscribe to online library of journals such as LEXIS NEXIS, JASTOR, and so forth. 

The ESLG will also have the physical archive room for archiving the student work and archiving grades.

In terms of the standards, which are also required by MEST, the ESLG shall have fire safety equipment and fire evacuation plans in place, including the fire evacuation stairs. 
In terms of premises, the ESLG must be self-critical and admit that it will face challenges because of the supply contraints of the real estate designed and built for educational purposes in Kosovo. 

The ESLG has chosen to have a location in the city of Prishtina itself rather than in the outskirts. The location is in the premises adjacent to the vacated building of the Ministry of Environment and Spatial Planning of Republic of Kosovo. 

A key priority in the developmental strategy 2010-2020 of ESLG is to build a campus of its own somewhere in the outskirts of Prishtina.

7.  PERSONNEL 
As far as the personnel is concerned, the ESLG possesses strengths and weaknesses. The strengths of ESLG begin from the Management Board. The Slovenian part of the Management Board is composed of two prominent public figures in Slovenia who have not only excelled in their field of work but also have great work ethics and proven track of record in good corporate governance. The third member of the Management Board who will be responsible for daily operations of the School has an extensive experience in financial management and also has international experience in the United States with a prestigious corporation. The third member of the Board managed investments of USD 105 million. (Please see CVs of Management Board enclosed in this application dossier)

The ESLG’s Slovenian professors are professors who have not only excelled in their academic area but also have excelled in practice. They are former judges of Constitutional Court of Republic of Slovenia and former judges of European Court of Human Rights, former ministers of Republic of Slovenia, former chief negotiators and government advisors. (Please see CVs of Slovenian professors enclosed in this application dossier).

The ESLG’s vision is to choose young and dynamic Kosovo lecturers who have studied abroad and who can bring a unique experience in teaching and learning methods. The ESLG has achieved to assemble a group of young professors who not only are graduated abroad in prestigious schools and universities but they also have solid experience in Kosovo with the Government of Kosovo and international organizations. The ESLG will also have one member of Academy of Science and Arts on the board. Several of lecturers hold L.L.M degrees and MA degrees from prestigious universities such Columbia University, Yale University, and Georgetown University. There is a combination of those who have completed their degrees in the Anglo-Saxon system and those that have finished in European continental system.
One of the weaknesses of the ESLG is that among Kosovar young academic staff there is not sufficient number of PhD holders. However, the ESLG intends to remedy this problem by sending these professors to Slovenia to complete their PhDs. (For weaknesses please see SWOT ANALYSIS IN THE BUSINESS PLAN enclosed in this application dossier). The problem that not all Kosovar staff are PhD bearers does not present a great problem for the undergraduate studies as it presents for graduate studies. 
The second weakness among Kosovar staff is that they lecture in several colleges and HEIs and it very difficult to control their movement from one college to another despite of the full-time contract the ESLG may provide to them. The ESLG plans to remedy this problem by providing competitive financial packages and professional skills advancement packages. The ESLG hopes that the Memorandum of Understanding with EVRO-PF and the opportunity of Kosovar lecturers providing lecture hours to Slovenian students may provide an additional incentive. 

The table indicating the professors, their academic degrees, and their dimension of engagement is shown below. For detailed information on the courses that they will be engaged please see ANNEX 4 – PROFESSORS. 

Professors’ CVs are enclosed in this application dossier. 
Enclosed is a list of positions of employment at EVRO-PF, which complies with Slovenian legislation. Kosovo and Slovenian employees fulfil the requirements of Kosovo legislation as well. 
a. Staff development schemes

The ESLG will face many developmental challenges in the beginning in terms of highly qualified Kosovo academic personnel that would be up to the task for a serios HEI.

However, the ESLG has signed a Memorandum of Understanding with the European Faculty of Law in Nova Gorica, which provides for the academic exchange between Kosovo and Slovenian professors. Through this scheme, Kosovo lecturers that have only masters degrees will be able to pursue PhDs in Slovenia, however, will be able to spend a semester or two in the mother institution teaching the Slovenian students. 

The additional motivation provided through this scheme to Kosovo professors will not only enable ESLG to advance its domestic academic staff but also will be able to improve the quality of teaching by providing an additional motivation to the professors who teach at best. 

The ESLG also plans to train the administrative staff and the administrative staff will also be able to spend several weeks in the mother institution in Slovenia and see how the processes in Slovenia are put in place and are implemented.

8.4 Career development schemes for newly graduates   
Graduates of the undergraduate study programme "law" will be able to get jobs at all positions of employments which require university legal education. In addition to this, graduates will be able to take judicial practice and national bar examination in accordance with the regulations in force and thus meet the conditions for work in all judicial, state and economic organisations where bar examination is required. Immediately after the completion of their study and when they have been awarded the degree, graduates will be able to do traineeship - of course in accordance with the needs and conditions for employing trainees in relevant institutions (courts, attorneys, notaries, administration,…)  - to take the national bar examination. The graduates of this program will have more elective courses in EU law, hence they will be able to work in EU companies that invest in Kosovo or in Kosovo companies that export to EU, which number is expected to rise as Kosovo achieves higher development and develops its strategic sectors. Since, the ESLG will attempt to issue double degree diplomas from EVRO-PF, the students will be awarded a diploma, which is recognized in Slovenia and EU. 
Graduates of master study »law« will be able to get jobs at all positions of employments which require university legal education. In addition to this, graduates will be able to take judicial practice and national bar examination in accordance with the regulations in force and thus meet the conditions for work in all judicial, state and economic organisations where national bar examination is required. 

Graduates of the masters study »law and management of real estate« will be able to get jobs at all positions of employments which require university education with a special emphasis on knowledge in the field of real estate. In addition to legal knowledge, graduate will have acquired relevant interdisciplinary knowledge in the field of financial investments, assessment of investments, project management, assessment of real estate market, architecture, urban planning, recording and management of real estate as well as social and psychological views of the real estate.
Graduates of the masters study »EU studies and diplomacy« will be able to get jobs at all positions of employments which require university education with a special emphasis on EU law, international relations, and diplomacy. The students will be able to work for the public administration and will gain knowledge of EU institutional system, which will provide Kosovo a set experts that will advise the Government in the future as it gains faster track to EU integration. In addition to EU law knowledge, graduates will have acquired relevant disciplinary knowledge in the field of Internal Market and Common Policies of the EU, EU institutional system, Euroatlantic integrations, diplomacy and diplomatic law and so forth. The graduates will be able to get jobs not only in the public administration and government positions, but also in international security organizations and private sector especially in the field of management of EU funds. The graduates will also be able to work in the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, diplomatic core, and the team experts that will be hired for EU legal approximation and meeting of stringent technical EU accession standards. 
Since this program is already accredited in Slovenia, the graduates will be able to become competitive also in the EU labor market once Kosovo is in EU or perhaps even before should graduates meet the standards of legal migration for employment purposes.

The ESLG will also sign memoranda of understanding with respective ministries, ECLO, and other donors to establish scholarship schemes for students that wish to pursue EU studies without having to go abroad.
Since the ESLG in the first years if development will have to rely on its own resources, the ESLG plans to offer only discounts or partial scholarships for the talented students that achieve the GPA of higher than 9.0.  

8.8 Student service (office hours, tutoring, individual consulting)
Students are able to contact professors during individual consultation hours or via email. In addition to this, students discuss the selection of study programme and combination of subjects with the tutor. The latter ensures that the selection of subjects is logical and that the combination thereof ensures that adequate general and subject-specific competences will be acquired. With the selected subjects the student acquires an appropriate number of credit points, required for the promotion to the next stage of the programme.  Student prepares the final work under the leadership of a mentor who the student chooses himself/herself.
8.9 Other types of education (if offered by the institution – certificate programs)

The ESLG plans to offer executive and certificate programs in EU Internal Market and Common Policies, Management of EU Funds, Project Management, Diplomacy and Diplomatic Law, EU proposal development, European Project Management and Leadership Program, Valuation of Property, and so forth.
9.
Research and international cooperation
There will be three institutes (research groups) within the ESLG:  
1. Institute for Management of Real Estate 
2. Centre of European Studies
3. Comparative Law Centre 
All three institutes are already active within EVRO-PF and they will help establish the institutes within the ESLG and their work.
In accordance with the needs of the Kosovo environment additional institutes or research groups will be set up within the ESLG.
Institute for Management of Real Estate at the ESLG will be the first transdisciplinary institute in Kosovo, established for real estate research. It aims to contribute to the development of interdisciplinary real estate science which involves legal, economic, technical, social and organisational characteristics. 

Institute for Management of Real Estate will conduct its research and development activity in the form of programmes and projects, focused mainly on basic and applied research.   In the future the Institute will plan also industrial research.
Basic research will be conducted mainly in the following fields: ownership relationships within individual countries or the European Union, development and effects of the real estate market in Kosovo and in Europe, real estate issues concerning spatial and environmental development of the country and the European Union as well as the welfare, development of the society and identity of the nation. 

In terms of content applied research covers the following fields: international legal part of the European real estate law, institutional aspects of the European law in the field of space and environment, real estate rights law, European financial-real estate law, social psychology of real estate issue and development of real estate management.
Comparative Law Centre will be an institute, focused on research and counselling. It is focused on the development of legal science, in particular on the multidisciplinary approach to theoretical and practical legal issues.
Consequently, the Centre will entail two functions: The first, practical role of the institute, will be legal advice to Kosovo economy. Comparative Law Centre will involve the participants at the ESLG, covering a wide range of lawyers and other experts in the field of commercial law, European and international law. The institute will provide counselling regarding the establishment of legal entities, as their support in conflict situations. The second, theoretical role of the institute, will be mainly participation in research projects, of private and public type, focused on dogmatic conclusions of individual legal professions, reflected through the prism of comparative law. The institute will conduct its research and development activity in the form of programmes and projects, focused mainly on basic and applied research.  Primarily, basic research will be conducted in both major fields, that is public and private law. Due to current Euro-Atlantic integrations research work emphasises also European law.  The common denominator of basic research, as evident from the programme and name of the institute, is comparative law from the aspect of specific legal issues and problems.
Applied research will cover special and specialised legal areas, among others also property ownership aspects in the European dimension, public and private commercial law trend in the European union, development of international public law, trends in the legal practice of the European Court of Human Rights and its significance for the Kosovo legislative regulation as well as other related legal issues.
Centre of European Studies (CES) will be dedicated to promoting research and debate on the diverse issues and challenges facing the European Union. The approach to the research and analysis is interdisciplinary; it includes political, economic, legal, social and cultural aspects of the Union as a whole, as well as relations between European Union member states, and the European Union's relationship to the rest of the world.

The CES will focus on the integrative development, institutional structure and the legal status of the European Union, domestic policies of the member states and the EU’s foreign and security policies. Moreover, the EU-Kosovo relations and Kosovo’s accession process will be among the issues to which the Center will attach high importance

9.3  Documentation of projects on international cooperation in research and teaching (ERASMUS, TEMPUS)

The ESLG will taken an active part and it will liaison in the sense or credit with the related higher education and university institutions in Europe and internationally, mainly with the following facilities: Slovenia: European Law Faculty in Nova Gorica and Faculty of National Studies, Italy: University in Udine, Austria: Universitat Wien, England: The University of Reading, Norway: Norwegian University, Scotland: Heriot-Watt University.
On the basis of special programmes within bilateral agreements and institutional contracts study programmes will be included in international programmes of student exchange such as SOCRATES/ERASMUS. Cooperation will have the form of the exchange of students and visiting professors. The concept of the entire study programme allows for the integration of teachers and students in European mobility programmes, also via the liaison, mentioned above, with the most respected university institutions in this field. 

9.4 Linkage between research and teaching 


In order to link research and learning process the European School of Law and Government  will set up a research institute as a school organisational unit. In addition to this, it is planned to establish an Institute for European integrations, Institute for international relations, Institute for constitutional arrangement, Institute for comparative law and Institute for infrastructure and real estate. As three institutes (research groups) are active within EVRO-PF (Institute for Management of Real Estate, Intellectual Property Centre and Comparative Law Centre), the institutes at the University in Priština will be able to link and cooperate with those EVRO-PF institutes.

10.1 UNDERGRADUATE STUDY PROGRAM LAW LEVEL I 
Undergraduate study programme Law Level I
10.1.1 Goals and profile of the study program (content of the study program)
This four-year undergraduate study programme leading to university education in the field of law qualifies students for all types of legal professions and provides the knowledge that a university graduate in law needs for any career path, either in justice, economy, non-economy or state administration. It is also possible to continue study at the one-year masters programme »law« at the second level and thus deepen the expert knowledge for all of the above occupations. 

The detailed curricula for the study programs are shown below

The fundamental premise of the programmes are as follows:
(i)  The subjects and syllabuses take into account the new dimensions of the Kosovo legal system as laid down in the Law on Higher Education of Kosovo.
(ii) Study programme »law« is designed as a four-year university programme leading to the award of the title »university graduate in law«. 

Essential objectives of programmes are as follows:
(i)          To educate legal experts with all the characteristics and qualities, required from a modern lawyer in the changed socio-political and economic situation at home and abroad – lawyers who will be able to face very complicated and unpredictable situations and challenges of the ever faster development of legal science, who will excel in critical thinking and be able to work independently (creatively). 
(ii) To emphasises the importance of connecting legal theory and legal practice by including practice into the credit system at the undergraduate level.
(iii) To ensure full mobility of students at the national and international levels with a clear structure of the credit system, entirely based on the European credit system (ECTS).
(iv) To emphasise the importance of independent study and research work, accompanied by mentoring, which will mainly ensure the evaluation of such work within the credit system.
The aim of the undergraduate law study is to acquire fundamental legal knowledge. During the study the students will get to know major legal fields, such as constitutional law, civil law, commercial law, criminal law, administrative law, international law and European law. First year, which is the introduction to law study, will be based mainly on subjects which provide fundamental knowledge about the point of law, its development and most important elements and its relation to other social phenomena. On this basis in the following three years students will acquire also other knowledge in the field of legal sciences, required for their jobs as stated below or for continuation of the study at post-graduate level. In the last year of study emphasis will be placed on optional contents, while the general international legal / European legal dimension will be emphasised in all four years at all subjects. In the fourth year time will be allocated for writing diploma work will be also be evaluated in terms of credit. 

10.1.2 Orientation of study programs according to the mission of the institution
The aim of the undergraduate law study is to acquire fundamental legal knowledge. During the study the students will get to know major legal fields, such as constitutional law, civil law, commercial law, criminal law, administrative law, international law and European law. The general international legal / European legal dimension will be emphasised in all four years at all subjects. The programme is focused on European integrations, international law and international relations, the Council of Europe and NATO as well as international and European protection of human rights. 

10.1.3 Learning outcomes of the study program 

The Program has expected learning outcomes for students in the Program.  Each outcome has multiple enumerated sub-skills.  A successful recipient of the university graduate in law degree is expected to achieve the following.

Knowledge and understanding

· in-depth knowledge of a substantial range of the concepts, values, rules and principles of the foundation subjects of law, and of the legal system of Kosovo and European Union;

· an understanding of legal methodology;

· an understanding of the social, political, economic, historical and ethical dimensions of law;

· an understanding of the principles and methods of legal research.

Cognitive skills

· apply legal principles and authority in a logical and coherent way;

· organise and assimilate legal and factual material and express a reasoned personal view about that material;

· identify the relative merits of different legal and policy arguments as articulated in case law and legal scholarship;

· present and make a reasoned choice between alternative opinions and solutions;

· explore and apply exceptions to legal rules and principles.

Practical and/or professional skills

· identify legal issues in relation to material facts (both real and hypothetical);

· apply legal principles to resolve identified issues;

· present arguable and reasoned conclusions;

· access, comprehend and use legal materials (both primary and secondary sources) using electronic and hard copy methods.
Communication skills

· communicate effectively (using appropriate legal terminology);

· appreciate and demonstrate the techniques of legal argument;

· read and discuss legal materials (whether laws, law commentary) which are written in technical and complex language.

10.1.4 Admission requirements and selection procedures for Law Level I 
The following conditions apply for the admission to the undergraduate study of law: 

a) successfully passed matura exam,

b) successfully passed vocational matura exam after any secondary school programme and exam in one of the matura subjects (history, psychology, philosophy, sociology or economics) and the selected subject must not be the same subject as already taken by the student during vocational matura exam; 

c) successfully passes entry exam.

d) successfully passes Institutional TOEFL test.

e) any four-year secondary school programme, completed before 1 June 1995.    

Completion of an equivalent study abroad also means that the conditions for the enrolment are met. 
In case of limited enrolment the following criteria will apply to the selection of candidates:

1. Candidates referred to in point a): 

· general performance at matura exam 60% of points, 

· general performance in the third and the fourth year 40% of points.

Candidates referred to in point b):

· general performance at vocational matura exam 40% of points,

· general performance in the third and the fourth year 40% of points. 

· general performance at matura subject 20% of points, 

Candidates referred to in point c):

· general performance at the entrance exam 60 % of points,

Candidates referred to in point d):

· general performance at Institutional TOEFL 400 points and above.

Candidates referred to in point e): 

· general performance at the final exam 60% of points, 

· general performance in the third and the fourth year 40% of points. 

2. In case of candidates who have completed equivalent study abroad, the criteria referred to in point a) will be applied if enrolment is limited.

10.1.8 Form of study, structure, length

The subject provides broader and in-depth knowledge of the systems and protection of human rights in the world. It is a combination of national and comparative law of human rights. As an upgrade of the (national) constitutional law the comparative method provides students an insight into the arrangements of other states by individual areas in the world and characteristic types of systems or constitutions. With the process of globalisation and development of communications the comparative approach is becoming condicio sine qua non for a modern legal expert. 

Students get to know formal and informal forms of the protection of human rights. Constitutional judicial protection, arising from the existing models of judicial review of constitutionality is also dealt with.   

The foundations of human rights are reflected in national constitutional norms and principles. In addition to this, international law of human rights and – in Europe – law of the Council of Europe and the European Union law, have a substantial influence on national constitutional law. Although “traditional“ systems such as the USA, Canada, France and Germany may, at first sight, serve as a kind of models when looking for system solutions, the new constitutional development in the states of new democracy must not be overlooked in the comprehensive overview of this area.

Students are presented an overview of certain concepts of international commercial law, particularly international trade and sources of international commercial law and international economic arrangements. The content of the subject includes also international trade in goods and services, international payment systems and finance and certain concepts of Slovenian foreign trade legislation. In its final part the subject deals also with some international economy theories and international economic relations of Slovenia.

	6. Subject objectives:

The modern state is of central interest to students of comparative politics, international relations, and Law.  Whether condemned as an instrument of repression or elevated as an engine of economic development, the state is inarguably the fundamental unit of national political organization in the world today.  This course will examine the processes that produced the modern state in the region where it first appeared, Western Europe, and then analyze attempts to transplant this singular institutional innovation to Eastern Europe, Latin America, Africa, East Asia, as well as the United States.  It will address the following questions: what is the modern state? In what historical circumstances did it originate?  Can state-builders in late-developing nations reproduce the institutional forms of the modern state, or are these institutions inevitably altered in transit?  When does state-building fail and why?  Finally, in an era of economic globalization and emerging supranational institutions such as the European Union, are some states undergoing fundamental redefinition?

10.1.10 Exams regulation
Subjects, seminar works, research work, practical work and other forms of studying will be assessed on the basis of oral and written examinations, partial examinations, practical and seminar works and other suitable methods. Students will receive information about assessment methods and criteria already at the beginning of the subject or study period (year or trimester). The relevant faculty body will also draft the conditions for repeating the exams when students fail and the possibility of "improving" a grade achieved as well as the rules and procedures of filing a legal remedy (complaint) concerning the grade achieved.
10.1.11 International comparative analysis of the study program andacademic degrees
It is not possible to compare higher education study of law directly, as such programmes inevitably reflect the system or state administration in a state as well as the system of university education. It is well known that such systems differ substantially and it is possible to refer only to some characteristic models, such as continental, the typical example of which is German model of state administration system, then English or American, etc. However, the basic characteristics of all studies of law can be compared as they have to provide the understanding of fundamental legal knowledge.
For example, German law is of continental legal nature and therefore the main elements of study are general-legal, judicial and administration-legal contents. Unlike in Germany, study of law in the USA is much more oriented in economic viability and ensuring the efficiency of the legal system, which is the reflection of the American system of "live" law and understanding its role in society. 

Further on, the content of the study depends on whether the university is designed in a way in which students first receive general education at a “college“ and only then continue with “graduate“ study (Anglo-Saxon model) or student enrols to one of the “specialised“ university faculties on the basis of secondary-school (gimnazija) matura or another way of final examination of knowledge prior to the entry to university.

The proposed model of study is based on the valid Kosovo system of undergraduate study. 

In this context the proposed programme is internationally comparable. It differs from foreign programmes in some points which reflect the specificity of the Kosovo public administration circumstances and the specific nature of Kosovo university study.

10.1.12 Competency of the study program
Graduates will be able to get jobs at all positions of employments which require university legal education. Immediately after the completion of their study and when they have been awarded the degree, graduates will be able to do traineeship - of course in accordance with the needs and conditions for employing trainees in relevant institutions (courts, attorneys, notaries, public administration, private sector etc) 

Programme Law Level 1 is comparable with other programmes in the world and meets the European Union standards. Within ERASMUS the facility will provide for exchange of students and thus they will be able to get to know national law of other countries.  All of the above is the basis for free movement of labour force within the European Union.

EVRO-PF will provide the bridge between the above mentioned faculties and the faculty in Priština.

10.2 POSTGRADUATE STUDY PROGRAMME LAW LEVEL II
Postgraduate study programme Law Level II
10.2.1 Goals and profile of the study program (content of the study program)
Postgraduate study programme law is based on the principles of Bologna declaration and it is a part of study programme law, designed under the principle 4+1: after four years of study at the first level students acquire university education, and after one year of study at the second level they acquire professional masters degree. In this way, postgraduate study is a complete second-level study and (as a rule), most students should enrol to it after completing the first-level study. The programme is related with the first-level study programme and they together represent a complete five-year study, leading to the academic degree of a master in law.

The proposed one-year postgraduate study leading to master degree complies fully with the legal provisions. At the same time, the ESLG will apply to the highest possible extent the recognised teaching practices, which are based on the understanding of legal phenomena, particularly on the basis of studying administrative, judicial and diplomatic practice (jurisprudencia, court law, international court and contract law), connected with the conclusions of comparative legal and theoretical research.  Bologna process is directed into the creation of a single European Higher Education Area (hereinafter referred to as EHEA). In this respect it takes into account the importance of getting to know international and particularly European law. The founders of the ESLG are of the opinion that the emphasis on studying comparative, international and particularly European dimensions within each individual subject or study set is of the same importance.

The ESLG will provide for the needs for highly qualified lawyers with a single postgraduate study programme law which will finish with acquiring the academic degree “»magister prava/ magistrica prava“ (master of law). General masters study programme “law“ provides fundamental legal as well as multidisciplinary and specialist education at postgraduate level, comparable internationally. Such integral design merges theoretical, methodological and applied disciplines and ensures gradual development of interdisciplinary knowledge and at the same time continuity in education. The fundamental purpose of postgraduate study is to create legal occupational profiles for the most demanding work in all fields of law, particularly in European legal and international legal field. Graduates with the title “master of law“ will acquire the skills and knowledge for efficient and professional managing of legal matters by applying up-to-date qualitative and quantitative techniques as well as up-to-date legal information systems. 

Graduates of postgraduate study programme law are able to continue academic education at all doctorate-level programmes which require thorough theoretical and practical knowledge in fundamental fields of legal science. 

10.2.2 Orientation of study programs according to the mission of the institution
The purpose of the postgraduate study programme “law“ is to upgrade the  fundamental legal knowledge, acquired at the first level. Like at the undergraduate level, also in this programme all the subjects will emphasise the general international legal / European legal dimension. The ESLG needs will be taken into account.

· Critically evaluate primary and secondary legal materials including Kosovo legislation,  European comparative law, international instruments, case-law and academic commentary

· Demonstrate self-direction and originality in tackling and solving legal problems 

· Demonstrate original, independent and critical thinking 

· Formulate research questions and develop appropriate research methodologies 

· Undertake scholarly research exploring legal themes 

· Conduct research on a chosen legal topic and write a masters-level thesis
· Use Information Technology appropriately for legal research and writing

· Write clearly and in an appropriate legal style, in accordance with legal writing standards 
· Prepare and deliver presentations on legal topics

10.2.5 Admission requirements and selection procedures 
Admission requirements:

The following requirements have to be fulfilled for the admission to the first year of masters study programme: 

· completion of the first level study programme in the relevant expert fields
 with not fewer than 180 credit points under ECTS (under Bologna system), 

· completion of a study programme leading to graduate qualifications in relevant expert fields¹, adopted in the period from 1 January 1994 to 11 June 2004,

· completion of the first level study programme or a programme leading to graduate qualifications in other expert fields, adopted in the period from 1 January 1994 to 11 June 2004, but all the bridge exams
 have to be passed prior to the enrolment, in the range of 16 to 24 credit points, defined by the Study Commission according to the expert field of previous study.

Limited enrolment 

When the number of applicants for masters study programmes significantly exceeds the number of places available or the capacities (staff, premises, equipment and others) the ESLG will limit the enrolment in accordance with the Higher Education Law. 

The following criteria will apply to the selection of candidates:

1. Average grade during undergraduate study – up to 60% of points (each tenth of the candidate's average grade above grade 5.0 is awarded by one point);

2. Grade, achieved for the diploma work – up to 40% of points (each grade above grade 5.0 is awarded by one point). 

The Commission for Students Affairs decides on that matter.

10.2.6 Academic degree obtained (exact wording) 
When the conditions for the completion of postgraduate masters study law level II have been met, the student is awarded the following professional title: magister / magistrica prava (master of law). 
Abbreviation: Master of Law.

	6. Subject objectives:
The subject deals with the constitutional system of the European Union from the developmental and positive legal aspect. It studies development stages of European integration and particularly contract and institutional sources of the European union. The concept of the European law is explained, and in this framework the legal system of European Communities and the Union, the concept of European integration, historic overview of the concepts of integration, the appearance of supranational integration as response to the two world wars, development from economic integration to political integration and the appearance of new supranational structures in Europe. 

Selected chapters from international law represent the base for studying the European Union law.  The Union is dealt with as a consequence of political integration. This is followed by the outline of the EU in three pillars, a single institutional framework, common foreign and security policy, the issue of reaffirmation of Europe as an actor on the international stage and cooperation in the field of internal affairs and criminal justice. 

The subject objective is to get to know the institutions of the European Community as the foundation of European integration. In this respect attention will be paid to the European Community institutions, the EU Council, the EU Commission, Court of Justice of the European Communities, European Parliament and European Central Bank.
The questions addressed concern the characteristics of the Community law and its direct effect, direct applicability, primarity and relation between national law and EC law. The following ES sources of law are dealt with: constitutional contracts, general legal principles, fundamental rights and freedoms and secondary law (regulations, directives, decisions, recommendations and opinions). The part on the EC judicial system deals with the Court of Justice of the EC and Court of first instance, the procedure of preliminary questions and the system of actions.
Further on, the issue of relations of Europe with global community, between the EC law and international law, and above all, concluding of international contracts and establishing multilateral relations are dealt with.
The subject objective is to analyse also the perspectives of Slovenian legal system within European institutional and legal integrations and in this respect particularly the roots and development of Slovenian constitutionality. Special attention will be paid to the process of the integration of Slovenia to the European Union.

Historic-legal awareness and its development in the twentieth century: In this part the subject explains the legal order and its historic background in the period when the modern society in Europe and in Slovenia was being created in western European civilisation in the period of humanism, liberalism and other ideas and political flows in the 19th century. The focus of the subject is on the 20th century and the historic circumstances when the totalitarian systems are denying the need for law or suppress its institutions. In parallel with them and opposite of them a new legal doctrine is developed first, followed also by its historic and philosophic justification, the growth of the awareness of “human rights“, and political and law institutions in democratic states are being improved in these historical developments. Historical evolution, legal system and development of legal awareness are taken into account (for example: the Soviet Union, Germany, the USA and of course Slovenia and Yugoslavia).
There is a special emphasis also on the globalisation of these phenomena after the First World War when new mechanism of legal order are arising (e.g. historical circumstances which led to the formation of the League of Nations, the UNO, and similar) and also the wider cultural and historical framework which had contributed to that (philosophy, literature, development of science, etc.) and development of political institutions (parliamentary systems, elections, legislation).

Students get to know the fact that security is an inevitable component of modern social relations, which has a significant and decisive influence in the development and existence of individuals, groups and the society as well as on all their spiritual and material values. Active striving for establishing the situation of security is a civilisation and cultural category, encompassing all aspects of security.
Students get to know also some characteristics which prevented the concept of security to be developed more rapidly in the past: the concept of security was intermingled with the concept of power (although power becomes the essence of security only in extreme and conflict circumstances); strategic studies have replaced the concept of security; political elites find the unclear concept of security very suitable for exercising their partial interest also by referring to the needs of national security. 
Student will understand that it is essential to apply a three-level approach to the concept of security: security of an individual, security of groups and society and security of international system. They will also get to know some contradictions and dilemmas of applying theoretical models in practice.
They will be able to become aware of and recognise different sources of threatening and the possibility of creating the concept of system protection. Students will get to know the essential elements of civil security relations of the modern society. By discussing the above topics student will develop the ability to comprehend security as a value with different meanings, dimensions and consequences.

Legal status of religious communities: Within this subject student get a thorough overview of the provisions of Slovenian constitutional and legal order in all the relevant fields – legal status of legal entities, property-law status, education, public activity, statutory law, protection of monuments, labour and social law, criminal law, tax legislation, military law, etc. 
Comparative-law presentation of the legal arrangement of the relations between the state and Church in Europe: Students get to know the concordant law of the Catholic Church. Study of the most typical concordant arrangements in Europe. Comparison of our arrangement with the most typical arrangements in Europe.
Fundamental characteristics of the canon law of the Catholic Church: canon law is the internal autonomous law of the Catholic Church. As Catholicism is the religion of the environment and as internal legal arrangement affects the arrangement of relations between the state and Catholic Church and all other relations as well, students get to know the most typical provisions of canon law.
Fundamental characteristics of the Catholic teachings about the society and state: Catholicism is the religion of the environment, and in order to be able to understand relations between the state and the Catholic Church as well as other levels of relations among Church institutions and civil society institutions it is very important to know the official position of the Catholic Church to different social and political questions. These principle theological positions are the background for its legal provisions and its social practice. They are summarised in the so-called “social teachings of the Catholic Church“. Students will get to know its fundamental positions. Further on, the questions of the status of army chaplains in Slovenian armed forces and the confession secrecy and failure to report a criminal offence as the criminal offence itself will be dealt with.

In last 25 years ecological law has been becoming more and more important. It is not just something trendy as the development of this branch of law is based mainly on the awareness of ever bigger group of people. It is not unusual that this awareness started mainly in economically more developed countries and it is spreading also in transitional states. The 1972 Stockholm Conference was an important turning point. By its nature ecological law is a branch of law which can be classified into public law, however, it is very often mixed with important elements of other branches of law, damage sanctions, for example. Environment pollution is no longer the problem of a single state as it easily reaches another state. For example, this concerns very common example of the pollution of rivers, air, sea, etc.  In the field of international cooperation there are activities under way, aimed at searching for new legal solutions. European Community law, which classifies ecological law into the so-called new policy areas, allows national courts to resolve such disputes, however, there is a range of open questions which will become more uniform when the conventions which are being prepared are adopted.

10.2.12  International comparative analysis of the study program and academic degrees
It is not possible to compare postgraduate study of law directly, as such programmes inevitably reflect the system or state administration in a state as well as the system of university education. It is well known that such systems differ substantially and it is possible to refer only to some characteristic models, such as continental, the typical example of which is German model of state administration system, then English or American, etc. 
For example, German law is of continental legal nature and therefore the main elements of study are general-legal, judicial and administration-legal contents. Unlike in Germany, such programmes in the USA are much more oriented in economic viability and ensuring the efficiency of the legal system, which is the reflection of the American system of "live" law and understanding its role in society. 
Further on, the content of the study depends on whether the university is designed in a way in which students first receive general education at a “college“ and only then continue with “graduate“ study (Anglo-Saxon model) or student enrols to one of the “specialised“ university faculties on the basis of secondary-school (gimnazija) matura or another way of final examination of knowledge prior to the entry to university.
The proposed system of postgraduate study is based on the valid and established system of postgraduate study, but it takes into account and involves some important elements of Anglo-Saxon system in terms of the scope of scientific-teaching field it covers and in terms of the relevant integrity and internal structure of the study. 
In this context the proposed programme is internationally comparable. It differs from foreign programmes in some points which reflect the specificity of the Kosovo public administration circumstances and the specific nature of Kosovo university study.

Graduates of postgraduate study programme Law are able to continue academic education at all doctorate-level programmes which require thorough theoretical and practical knowledge in fundamental fields of legal science.

Undergraduate study programme Law and Management of Real estate and Infrastructure Level I

10.3.1 Goals and profile of the study program (content of the study program)

Three-year professional undergraduate study programme “Law and Management of Real estate and Infrastructure“ provides a wide range of knowledge in the field of legal sciences and trains for certain legal professions, and at the same time it allows for the enrolment to two-year postgraduate study programme leading to professional master's degree in the field of law and management of real estate, training for academic and practical legal professions, and continuing with  doctoral study of law and real estate management, leading to the achievement of the highest scientific level.
Curricula is shown below.

The fundamental premises of the programmes are as follows:

· The subjects and syllabuses take into account the new dimensions of the Kosovo legal system as laid down in the Higher Education Act in force.

· Study programme »law« is designed as a three-year higher education programme leading to the award of the title »graduate in law and management of infrastructure and real estate«.

Undergraduate higher education study programme “Law and management of infrastructure and real estate“ is based on the principles of Bologna declaration and designed under the principle 3+2+3: after three years of study at the first level students acquire higher professional education, and after two years of study at the second level they acquire professional master’s degree. It is possible to continue the study at the three-year doctoral programme leading to the title doctor of science. Undergraduate programme “Law and management of infrastructure and real estate“ thus completes the entire learning process at the faculty level. 
The proposed three-year undergraduate study programme leading to the degree complies fully with the legal provisions. At the same time, the ESLG will apply to the highest possible extent the recognised teaching practices, which are based on the understanding of legal phenomena and management of infrastructure and real estate, particularly on the basis of studying civil and commercial law, administrative law and other disciplines in the field of infrastructure, economics, architecture, technical science and social sciences. 

Undergraduate higher education study programme “Law and management of infrastructure and real estate“ will provide fundamental legal as well as multidisciplinary and specialist education at undergraduate level, comparable internationally. Such integral design merges theoretical, methodological and applied disciplines and ensures gradual development of interdisciplinary knowledge and at the same time continuity in education. The fundamental purpose of undergraduate study is to create occupational profiles for work in all the fields of law, related to infrastructure and the issue of real estate.

Graduates with the title “graduate of law and management of infrastructure and real estate“ will acquire the skills and knowledge for efficient and professional managing of real estate legal matters, investments and transactions by applying up-to-date qualitative and quantitative techniques as well as up-to-date legal information systems. Graduates of undergraduate study programme Law and management of infrastructure and real estate are able to continue academic education in master programmes which require theoretical and practical knowledge in fundamental fields of social or technical science.

The aim of undergraduate study programme “Law and management of infrastructure and real estate“ is to acquire fundamental legal knowledge and knowledge in the field of real estate management. The comparative legal and European legal dimensions will be emphasised in all three years at all subjects. The ESLG needs have been taken into account.

10.3.9 Form of study, structure, length 
Study programme “Law and Management of Real Estate and Infrastructure“ is organised as a three-year higher education programme Level I. Each academic year is divided into trimesters so that the entire study programme lasts for nine trimesters. First six trimesters comprise of twenty compulsory subjects, while in the seventh trimester students select three from among six optional subjects.  The eighth trimester is intended for practical training and the ninth to writing a diploma work. 

1. Part-time study

10.3.11  Exams regulation
Subjects, seminar works, research work, practical work and other forms of studying will be assessed on the basis of oral and written examinations, partial examinations, practical and seminar works and other suitable methods. Students will receive information about assessment methods and criteria already at the beginning of the subject or study period (year or trimester). The relevant faculty body will also draft the conditions for repeating the exams when students fail and the possibility of "improving" a grade achieved as well as the rules and procedures of filing a legal remedy (complaint) concerning the grade achieved.
10.3.12 International comparative analysis of the study program and academic degrees
It is not possible to compare undergraduate study of law in the field of real estate directly, as such programmes inevitably reflect the system or state administration in a state as well as the system of university education. It is well known that such systems differ substantially and it is possible to refer only to some characteristic models, such as continental, the typical example of which is the English model of education system, then Norwegian, Australian, American, etc. 

However, the basic characteristics of all studies in the field of real estate can be compared as they have to provide the understanding of fundamental legal and other interdisciplinary knowledge. In England, for example, the programmes of studying real estate law are focused on investment economic viability, ensuring legal situation and checking urban planning and architectural characteristics. All programmes in the field of real estate are characterised by the combination of various knowledge.

The proposed model of undergraduate study is based on the valid Kosovo system of undergraduate study, but it takes into account and involves some important elements of Anglo-Saxon system in terms of the scope of scientific-teaching field it covers and in terms of the relevant integrity and internal structure of the study. In this context the proposed programme is internationally comparable. It differs from foreign programmes in some points which reflect the specificity of the Slovenian public administration circumstances and the specific nature of Kosovo university study.

Graduates of undergraduate study »Law and management of infrastructure and real estate« will be able to get jobs at all positions of employment which require education in the field of law, management, infrastructure and real estate. 
Programme “Law and management of infrastructure and real estate“ Level 1 is comparable with other programmes in the world and meets the European Union standards. Within ERASMUS the facility will provide for the exchange of students and thus they will be able to get to know national law of other countries.  All of the above is the basis for free movement of labour force within the European Union.

10.4 POSTGRADUATE STUDY PROGRAMME LAW AND MANAGEMENT OF REAL ESTATE LEVEL II
Postgraduate study programme Law and Management of Real estate Level II
10.4.1 Goals and profile of the study program (content of the study program)
Postgraduate study programme law and management of real estate is based on the principles of Bologna declaration and it is a part of study programme law at the ESLG, designed under the principle 4+1: after four years of study at the first level students acquire university education, and after one year of study at the second level they acquire professional masters degree. In this way, postgraduate study programme Law and Management of Real Estate is a complete second-level study and (as a rule), students should enrol to it after completing the first-level study. The programme is related with the first-level ESLG study programme and they together represent a complete five-year study, leading to the academic degree of a master in law and management of real estate.

The proposed one-year postgraduate study leading to the master degree complies fully with the legal provisions. At the same time, the ESLG applies to the highest possible extent the recognised teaching practices, which are based on the understanding of legal and interdisciplinary phenomena connected with the conclusions of comparative legal and theoretical research and also other interdisciplinary fields of research. Bologna process is directed into the creation of a single European Higher Education Area (hereinafter referred to as EHEA). 

The ESLG is already meeting the needs for the education of highly qualified university lawyers with postgraduate study programme law, leading to the academic title “master of law“ on the diploma certificate, and at the same time it is broadening the needs for a new interdisciplinary field of law and management of real estate, leading to the academic title “master of law and management of real estate“. If needed (depends on the enrolment) specialist and advanced study programmes will be conducted in parallel. The new masters study programme “law and management of real estate“ will provide fundamental legal as well as multidisciplinary and specialist education at postgraduate level, comparable internationally. Such integral design merges theoretical, methodological and applied disciplines and ensures gradual development of interdisciplinary knowledge and at the same time continuity in education. The fundamental purpose of postgraduate study is to create occupational profiles for the most demanding work in all fields of law, related to the issue of real estate, particularly in European and international field. Graduates with the title “master of law and management of real estate“ will acquire the skills and knowledge for efficient and professional managing of real estate legal matters, investments and transactions by applying up-to-date qualitative and quantitative techniques as well as up-to-date legal information systems. 

Graduates of postgraduate study programme Law and management of real estate are able to continue academic education at all doctorate-level programmes which require thorough theoretical and practical knowledge in fundamental fields of social or technical science. 
10.4.2 Orientation of study programs according to the mission of the institution
The purpose of the postgraduate study programme “law and management of real estate“ is to upgrade the fundamental knowledge, acquired at the first level, with legal knowledge and knowledge in the field of real estate.

10.4.5 Admission requirements and selection procedures
Admission requirements:

The following requirements have to be fulfilled for the admission to the first year of masters study programme: 

· completion of the first level study programme in the relevant expert fields
  with not fewer than 180 credit points under ECTS (under Bologna system), 

· completion of a study programme leading to graduate qualifications in relevant expert fields¹, adopted in the period from 1 January 1994 to 11 June 2004,

· completion of the first level study programme or a programme leading to graduate qualifications in other expert fields, adopted in the period from 1 January 1994 to 11 June 2004, but all the bridge exams
 have to be passed prior to the enrolment, in the range of 16 to 24 credit points, defined by the Study Commission according to the expert field of previous study.

Limited enrolment:
When the number of applicants for masters study programmes significantly exceeds the number of places available or the capacities (staff, premises, equipment and others) ESLG will limit the admission in accordance with the applicable law. 

The following criteria will apply to the selection of candidates:

3. Average grade during undergraduate study – up to 60% of points (each tenth of the candidate's average grade above grade 5.0 is awarded by one point);

4. Grade, achieved for the diploma work – up to 40% of points (each grade above grade 5.0 is awarded by one point).

10.4.9 Form of study, structure, length 
Postgraduate study lasts for two years or four semesters. In the first three semesters lectures and seminars are organised. Each subject lasts for one semester so that in each semester the student enrols to three compulsory and one optional subject.  Each compulsory subject consists of 40 lessons and it is evaluated by 8 credit points. Compulsory subjects last for 30 lessons and they are evaluated by 6 credit points. The fourth semester is dedicated to drafting the master's thesis. During this time the student collects 90 credit points in total, attending twelve subjects. Master's thesis is evaluated by 30 CP. 
The entire programme consists of 12 subjects (the equivalent of 90 credit points) of which 9 compulsory subjects and three optional subjects. Subject are shown in the list of subjects. Candidates may collect credit points within optional subjects also in other ways, e.g. by research work, publication of original scientific papers in relevant scientific or professional publications (more detailed conditions will be laid down in the final study programme).
The share of subjects regarding their inclusion into the programme structure consists of nine compulsory and three optional subjects. Student have to pass one optional subject per semester, which they select from among 12 optional subjects. 

1. Part-time study
The programme is conducted as part-time study. As a rule, part-time students are employed or they were granted educational leave by their employers, the ESLG will adapt the meeting of study obligations in terms of content and teaching to the nature of student's employment. The selected optional subjects, topic of the seminar works and master's thesis, attending practical work and other options of adapting the study to the nature of the student's job will be taken into account.
2. Distance study
The ESLG has not defined the model of distance study in detail and it will be submitted to accreditation procedure subsequently.

	6. Subject objectives:
The aim of the subject of Planning of residential construction aims at presenting the pluralism of human living needs and consequently different architectural responses in residential construction. At first the student gets an insight into understanding individual needs, how to recognise them and how to react to them, and finally how to direct an architectural order via project task.
Further on, with the help of case-study students get to know different options of collective construction where during the process of selling and construction flats can be adapted to individual needs.  Different forms of adapting are checked as well as the consequences of such flexibility for the dynamics of construction, costs and any other complications.
In the seminar work the student chooses a certain aspect of a flat (lightning, intimacy, openness, and similar) and conducts a small market analysis of potential buyers' needs according to the selected aspect, and at the end the student conducts an analysis of a certain residential building according to the needs, arising from the market analysis.

Subject Valuation of real estate covers all the knowledge that the students need in order to be able to better understand the appraisal, valuation of property and the concept of market value. The level of detail reaches the comparison of cross-section knowledge and the contents of various needs for evaluation: market evaluation for the purpose of legal transaction in real estate, accounting reporting, insurance, mortgages and others. 

Students should get to know the point of market evaluation, the concepts of value, ownership, real estate rights, limitations and other substantive assumptions of valuation and get to know the economic concept of assessing the value.  The effects of appraisal, correct presentation of evaluations, understanding of the results and consequences of valuation in the material, capital (economic) and legal sense will be presented. At the same time students should get to know the differences in valuating different types of property, differences between the segments of real estate market (residential, business, industrial,...) to special property and indicators that the assessor has to cover correctly, place among the valuation criteria and measure them correctly.

10.4.11   Exams regulation
Subjects, seminar works, research work, practical work and other forms of studying will be assessed on the basis of oral and written examinations, seminar works, participation in research programmes and other suitable methods. Students will receive information about assessment methods and criteria already at the beginning of the subject or study period (year or semester). The relevant ESLG body will also draft the conditions for repeating the exams when students fail and the possibility of "improving" a grade achieved as well as the rules and procedures of filing a legal remedy (complaint) concerning the grade achieved.
The ESLG will design the system of assessing students so that it will comply with European principles or criteria. 
10.4.12   International comparative analysis of the study program and academic degrees
The proposed masters study programme “Law and Management of Real Estate“ has been drafted in accordance with the Bologna Declaration guidelines on designing postgraduate programmes and taking into account the criteria, prescribed by the European Community for similar university programmes. 
It is not possible to compare postgraduate study of law and management of real estate directly, as such programmes inevitably reflect the system or state administration in a state as well as the system of university education. It is well known that such systems differ substantially and it is possible to refer only to some characteristic models, such as continental, the typical example of which is the English model of education system, then Norwegian, Australian, American, etc. 

However, the basic characteristics of all studies in the field of real estate can be compared as they have to provide the understanding of fundamental legal and other interdisciplinary knowledge. In England, for example, the programmes of studying real estate law are focused on investment economic viability, ensuring legal situation and checking urban planning and architectural possibilities. All programmes in the field of real estate are characterised by the combination of various knowledge.
The proposed system of postgraduate study is based on the valid Kosovo system of postgraduate study, but it takes into account and involves some important elements of Anglo-Saxon system in terms of the scope of scientific-teaching field it covers and in terms of the relevant integrity and internal structure of the study. In this context the proposed programme is internationally comparable. It differs from foreign programmes in some points which reflect the specificity of the Slovenian public administration circumstances and the specific nature of Slovenian university study.

The design of the programme allows the candidates in the masters study programme to acquire and develop knowledge, qualifications and abilities whose contents and level of complexity meet, entirely or partially, the following competencies: (innovation, creativity, the ability to analyse, synthesise and anticipate solutions and consequences, mastering of research methods, procedures and processes, development of critical and self-critical judgement, the ability to apply the acquired knowledge in practice, mastering of research methods and procedures / processes in the field of law and humanities and development of critical and self-critical judgement in the field of real estate management, law, economics, organisation, architecture, urban planning, sociology, psychology, marketing, organisational culture, the ability to work independently, the ability for team work, development of communication abilities and skills with the emphasis on legal international environment, ethical reflection and commitment to professional ethics, the ability to cooperate, work in teams and research groups, upgrade of knowledge and the ability to apply law theory and other interdisciplinary knowledge in concrete decision-making situations that real estate managers are often faced with, the ability to link various disciplines, aiming at the achievement of legal and managerial real estate objectives, to acquire the ability to understand the significance of national multicultural image in Europe and in the world and managing cultural differences and national real estate dilemmas.)

Postgraduate masters study programme EU studies and Diplomacy has been prepared by the Faculty of National Studies. Teachers who are renown experts in practice have participated in designing the subject syllabuses.
The objectives of conducting postgraduate masters study programme EU studies and diplomacy Level II are divided into three groups: programme objectives, objectives of training and adaptation and other objectives.
Programme objectives
1. Ensure the conditions for establishing a system of continuous and systematic training and improving the knowledge of workers who work in the field of international relations and diplomacy. This is the basis and the most important element of the inclusion of Kosovo in international integrations.
2. Increased quality, efficiency and legality of the work of workers in international relations which, in turn, has a positive effect on (1) more successful inclusion of Kosovo in world integrations, (2) training and improvement of knowledge results in the reduction of unnecessary costs and (3) shortens the time, required for the provision of services in the field of international relations and diplomacy.
3. Following the trend under which the development of most administrative, administrative-legal and organisational disciplines has reached the level where university education or even masters degree or doctorate in science are required for successful performance of occupational duties.
4. Following the trend that modern studies are characterised by interdisciplinary approach, which is essential and takes into account also international and European dimensions of social science and legal nature.
5. As integration in European and world unions requires a lot of new knowledge, and workers in diplomacy and international relations have to develop several other abilities, which have not received enough attention, information technology can be designated as an indispensable tool, allowing for the automation of existing procedures or carrying out work in a completely different way.  We are striving for the most efficient use of information, communication technology possible.
6. Following the development strategy of university education.
Objectives of training and education
1. To facilitate and accelerate the process so that key Kosovo administrative workers will be qualified for carrying out their tasks.
2. Increased performance of administration
3. Adapting administrative workers' knowledge to new technologies and procedures of work
4. Allowing for horizontal mobility of administrative workers for work in the field of European affairs
5. Allowing for vertical mobility of administrative workers (promotion)
6. Increase the motivation for administrative workers' work in the administrative system
7. Improved possibilities for human resource management
Other objectives
1. Encourage critical thinking and analytical solution of problems
2. Encourage students for independent research work
3. Encourage students to understand political, social and cultural framework within which international relations and diplomacy works in Kosovo and abroad
4. To train students for work and tasks in the field of planning, organising, managing and functioning of international relations and diplomacy
5. Guide students to further education at higher levels
10.5.2 Orientation of study programs according to the mission of the institution
The programme is designed – according to the specificity of the required occupation in the field of international relations and diplomacy - interdisciplinarily, it is not limited to narrow scientific-teaching-occupational field, but covers such issues in a comprehensive way. Mostly scientific-teaching content of the schedule of subjects is represented by law along with the emphasised interdisciplinary connection with related social sciences, such as political science, economics and administrative sciences, and EU sciences.

10.5.5 Admission requirements and selection procedures 
The following requirements have to be fulfilled for the admission to the first year of masters study programme:
· completion of the first level study programme in the relevant expert fields (under ISCED classification these are all accredited undergraduate programmes in the field of law (38), social sciences (31) and business and administrative sciences (34) after and before Bologna system in the Republic of Slovenia)

· completion of a study programme of the first level in the field of social science (22) or other expert fields (in this case the candidate has to pass the following bridge exams:  Basics of law, Basics of constitutional arrangement, Basics of administrative law) 

· completion of the first level study programme or a programme leading to graduate qualifications in other expert fields, adopted in the period from 1 January 1994 to 11 June 2004, but all the bridge exams have to be passed prior to the enrolment, defined by the Commission for students affairs according to the expert field of previous study.

When the number of applicants for masters study programme significantly exceeds the number of places available or the capacities (staff, premises, equipment and others) the faculty will limit the admission. The following criteria will be applied by the Commission for students affairs to the selection of candidates:

1. Average grade, achieved in undergraduate study – up to 80%;

2. Grade, achieved for the diploma work – 20%.

Study Commission decides also on the comparability of other expert fields, namely on the basis of the schedule of subjects, submitted by the candidate.

When the conditions for the completion of postgraduate masters EU studies and diplomacy Level II have been met, the student is awarded the following professional title: magister / magistrica evropskih in diplomatskih študij (master of arts in EU studies and diplomacy)

10.5.9 Form of study, structure, length 
Each student has to pass ten subjects from the joint list. In the first and the second semester the student enrols three compulsory subjects. In the third semester the student selected one of the study department within which he/she enrols two compulsory subjects. In the third and fourth semester the student selects one optional subject from the range of optional subjects for both study departments.
The distribution of compulsory and optional subjects in the first and second semester is laid down by the annual plan of the teaching activity of the faculty. 

In case a student comes from a postgraduate educational programme of another faculty where he/she has passed certain subjects or subject contents, the faculty establishes whether this is an identical or related study programme and in that case evaluates it with up to 10 CP.

As part-time students are often employed or they were granted educational leave by their employers, the faculty will adapt the meeting of study obligations in terms of content and teaching to the nature of student's employment.

Historic-legal awareness and its development in the twentieth century: In this part the subject explains the legal order and its historic background in the period when the modern society in Europe and in Kosovo was being created in western European civilisation in the period of humanism, liberalism and other ideas and political flows in the 19th century.  The focus of the subject is on the 20th century and the historic circumstances when the totalitarian systems are denying the need for law or suppress its institutions.  In parallel with them and opposite of them a new legal doctrine is developed first, followed also by its historic and philosophic justification, the growth of the awareness of “human rights“, and political and law institutions in democratic states are being improved in these historical developments. Historical evolution, legal system and development of legal awareness in individual states is taken into account (for example: the Soviet Union, Germany, the USA and of course Kosovo and Yugoslavia).
A special attention will be paid to the globalisation of this phenomena after the First World war, when international mechanisms for ensuring legal order are emerging (e.g. historical circumstances leading to the creation of the League of Nations, the UNO, and similar) and also to the wider cultural-historic background which contributed to that (philosophy, literature, development of science, etc.) and development of political institutions (parliamentary systems, elections, legislation).

	6. Subject objectives:

The main focus of the subject are selected chapters from the history and theory of international relations. The aim of the programme is a thorough presentation of structures and processes in international community as being developed in history and typical of the period of the so-called “new world order“.


Various theoretical approaches to studying international relations are presented, from classical realism to liberalism and sociological schools and modern theories. With the help of selected chapters from diplomatic history students get to know the development of international relations from “Westphalia Peace“ to the collapse of the bipolar system after the fall of Berlin Wall, then fundamental characteristics of modern international community are presented. 

It deals with the fundamental problems the world is facing in the time of globalisation, with the main focus on security-political dilemmas.  The role of main actors in the “New World Order“ is evaluated, focusing on the relations between the major global super-force USA and its potential competitors: the European Union, China, Russian Federation and India. With the help of selected examples students get to know the methodology of analysing current problems of international policy.

	Subject objectives:

The subject deals with the constitutional system of the European Union from the developmental and positive legal aspect. It studies development stages of European integration and particularly contract and institutional sources of the European union. The concept of the European law is explained, and in this framework the legal system of European Communities and the Union, the concept of European integration, historic overview of the concepts of integration, the appearance of supranational integration as response to the two world wars, development from economic integration to political integration and the appearance of new supranational structures in Europe.
Selected chapters from international law represent the base for studying the European Union law.  The Union is dealt with as a consequence of political integration. This is followed by the outline of the EU in three pillars, a single institutional framework, common foreign and security policy, the issue of reaffirmation of Europe as an actor on the international stage and cooperation in the field of internal affairs and criminal justice.

The subject objective is to present the institutions of the European Community as the foundation of European integration. In this respect attention will be paid to the European Community institutions, the EU Council, the EU Commission, Court of Justice of the European Communities, European Parliament and European Central Bank.

The questions addressed concern the characteristics of the Community law and its direct effect, direct applicability, primarity and relation between national law and EC law. The following ES sources of law are dealt with: constitutional contracts, general legal principles, fundamental rights and freedoms and secondary law (regulations, directives, decisions, recommendations and opinions). The part on the EC judicial system deals with the Court of Justice of the EC and Court of first instance, the procedure of preliminary questions and the system of actions.

Further on, the issue of relations of Europe with global community, between the EC law and international law, and above all, concluding of international contracts and establishing multilateral relations are dealt with.

The subject objective is to analyse also the perspectives of Kosovo legal system within European institutional and legal integrations and in this respect particularly the roots and development of Kosovo constitutionality.

Students should become aware of the significance, contents and role of security interdependence of states which, in order to protect their values from different sources of threat, form international security policy, upgrade security organisations and follow the principles of the areas of freedom, legality, efficiency and preservation of peace. This regards mainly institutional and structural elements of European security architecture which is the basis for the form and content of European security policy. The emphasis will be on European security integration, as well as NATO as a transatlantic political and military union, and partly also the significance of the United Nations Security Council in terms of security.
Student will be provided with methodological base which will facilitate understanding of international security and urgency of international security integration, and at the same time also the perception and the possibility of breaking this units into individual components and elements. Students get to know modern international structures of collective security and defence as well as the problems in cooperation. An important aim of the subject is also to provide modern scientific findings related to ensuring international security and functioning of crisis management in the EU. Students acquire fundamental knowledge, required for the understanding of security as an inevitable element of international relations in securing spiritual and material values.

Students develop the ability to recognise different sources of threats, particularly those with international significance and consequences: international terrorism, international organised crime, trade in arms, people and drugs and international commercial crime. Along with those threats students will get to know also the concept of system protection the basic objective of which is elimination or at least control of threats. The purpose of system protection is therefore the achievement of balance between risk and control. Emphasis is placed on preventive operation, repressive action by bodies and services remains a constant of security structure operation. The significance of international security integration is also in establishing balance between inevitable risks and control of such risks. In order to achieve this objective all security mechanisms, available to international community, have to be activated. Students will get to know their organisational and structural characteristics. They will also get to know all European principles or preliminary and subsequent control of the work by intelligence and security services in police.

The subject provides broader and in-depth knowledge of the systems and protection of human rights on the basis of Kosovo constitutional law and international instruments. It is a combination of national and comparative law of human rights. As an upgrade of the (national) constitutional law the comparative method provides students an insight into the arrangements of other states by individual areas in the world and characteristic types of systems or constitutions.
Students get to know the mechanisms of the protection of human rights. Constitutional judicial protection and international judicial protection are dealt with separately.
The foundations of human rights are reflected in national constitutional norms and principles. In addition to this, international law of human rights and – in Europe – law of the Council of Europe and the European Union law, have a substantial influence on national constitutional law. Although “traditional“ systems such as the USA, Canada, France and Germany may, at first sight, serve as a kind of models when looking for system solutions, the new constitutional development in the states of new democracy must not be overlooked in the comprehensive overview of this area.
In the chapter on the substantive law of human rights the most important rights from the basic catalogue of human rights are dealt with.

The aim of the subject is to present, on the basis of positive legal arrangements and court jurisprudence, the allowed process decision-making in administrative procedural law and legal status of the party in the process situation.
Students get to know administrative procedural law as procedural standards and procedural protection in the process of exercising rights and imposing obligations before administration bodies and other decision-making bodies in administrative matters. Administrative procedure is studied as authority procedure where the executive branch of power is imposed the ordered and predictable course of action and prevents arbitrariness. Students get to know the allowed forms of process communication between the party and the body and they are trained for managing the procedure and making decision in administrative matters. In its second part the subject deals with judicial control of legality of final administrative acts and actions which intervene in the constitutional rights of an individual. They get to know the difference of the legal nature of the protection of right before administration and judiciary and the way of mutual control and limitation.
The acquired knowledge should allow the student to get to know possible interpretations of process rights of the parties and obligations of bodies when making decisions in administrative and administrative judicial proceedings.

	7. Subject objectives:
The subject presents the concept, purpose and functions of comparative law as well as the basics of legal systems in the world. It is necessary to differentiate different development and different sources of law in individual legal systems. It allows for monitoring and understanding individual, mainly legal subjects within the study. 

The purpose of the subject is to provide fundamental knowledge about the development and methods of studying comparative law, the division of national legal systems to major legal systems and about most important characteristics of Anglo-American legal system (“common law“ and European continental legal system. Both major legal systems will be compared in terms of understanding and application of the principle of the rule of law (»Rechtsstaat«) and differences between American and European constitutionality. In addition to major legal system, individual families will be presented. The emphasis will be on German legal family. Students will get to know also the development directed into the unification of law within the European Union and also examples of unification at the global level.
European constitutional tradition is included in the framework of comparative law and international law. From the comparative perspective European constitutionality is a framework which encourages comparisons between national legal systems in different European states in order to research and find out their common characteristics.  From the international perspective European constitutionality is a concept which facilitates understanding of the European integration process. Certain common characteristics and traditions of European nation states are projected to the international level where they are becoming general principles of the European Communities law. American constitutionality, however, is a concept which relates mainly to the characteristics of a single legal system, i.e. the system of the United States of America.
The final part of the general theoretical introduction into the study of comparative law consists of an overview of European and American origins and tradition of law and prediction of development perspectives of major legal systems from the aspect of further differentiation, possible directions of their integration and from the aspect of European integration processes which disintegrate the traditional model of nation state. 
A special part of the subject consists of the study of a selected national legal system from the historical and international comparative aspects.

This linking requires facing of the following: sociological argumentation of welfare society with legal definitions of the social state; regulatory principles of equality; freedom and justice; the concept of ownership with the principle of social state; criteria of legitimacy, legality, economic efficiency and political acceptability of social state operationalisation; strengths and weaknesses of neoliberal, neoconservative, neocorporate and other political options for the protection of social state; different forms of the implementation of social policies with the principle of social state and social rights (“principles“); participatory democracy at the level of organisations with the principle of social state.
The subject will take into account the issue of legitimacy of post-modern social regulation; social state and society of welfare; social policies and social rights as well as economic and industrial democracy. Particularly interesting are the topics from the fields of history, social policy and social state.
History (genetic definition of social policy and social state): Social charter of ancient Jews: Social solidarity and ethnical connesivity. Social welfare models: from merciful Samaritans to positive discrimination. From Bismarck to the end of the Second World War. Endogenous and exogenous factors of state welfare crisis in the 1970s.
Principles of social policy: Relations among freedom, equality, justice and security. Negative and positive security. Unjust equality and just inequality: from absolute equality to equal opportunities. Rawls' concept of intergenerational justice and solidarity. New and old poverty: from social differentiation to social marginalisation.
Social state: Social state and society of welfare: complementarity and
non-suestitutivity. Social programmes and social networks. Social state and economic policy. Privatisation of state and social policy. Globalisation and social policy.

10.5.11   Exams regulation
Subjects, seminar works, research work, practical work and other forms of studying will be assessed on the basis of oral and written examinations, partial examinations, practical and seminar works and other suitable methods. Students will receive information about assessment methods and criteria already at the beginning of the subject or study period. The relevant faculty body will also draft the conditions for repeating the exams when students fail and the possibility of "improving" a grade achieved as well as the rules and procedures of filing a legal remedy (complaint) concerning the grade achieved.
10.5.12   International comparative analysis of the study program and academic degrees
The Master of Arts in EU Studies and Diplomacy provides its students with in-depth knowledge of the European Union as a global actor as well as skills in international negotiations and diplomacy. The study programme brings together an interdisciplinary analysis of the EU’s external relations with a professional dimension preparing graduates to enter the national public administration as well as the non-governmental or private sectors and enable them to better face the challenges which come with European integration. 

Further on, the content of the study depends on whether the university is designed in a way in which students first receive general education at a “college“ and only then continue with “graduate“ study (Anglo-Saxon model) or student enrols to one of the “specialised“ university faculties on the basis of secondary-school (gimnazija) matura or another way of final examination of knowledge prior to the entry to university.

The proposed system of postgraduate study is based on the valid and established system of postgraduate study, but it takes into account and involves some important elements of Anglo-Saxon system in terms of the scope of scientific-teaching field it covers and in terms of the relevant integrity and internal structure of the study. 

In this context the proposed programme is internationally comparable. The College of Europe in Bruges provides a master’s degree in European International Relations and Diplomatic Studies, which in terms of course content is very similar with the postgraduate study program of EU Studies and Diplomacy, with an exception that the ESLG’s study program reflects the specificity of the Kosovo public administration and circumstances and the specific nature of Kosovo university study.
10.5.13   Competency of the study program
The design of postgraduate masters programme International and Diplomatic Studies provides students with the possibility of training for a wide range of occupations in the field of international relations and diplomacy.  The wide range is achieved mainly by general subjects which provide students with broad horizons. The design of the programme allows the students to achieve theoretical conclusions and testing thereof in practice. 

However, the programme has the following specific characteristics, distinct from other social science postgraduate programmes: (1) it has an interdisciplinary structure, (2) it is not limited to narrow scientific-teaching-occupational field, but covers the issue of international relations in a comprehensive way, and (3) mostly scientific-teaching content of the schedule of subjects is represented by law along with the emphasised interdisciplinary connection with related social sciences, such as political science, economics and administrative sciences.
In addition to this, it teaches the students to:
· Master research methods
· Development of critical, analytical thinking
· Independent decision-making on the basis of self-critical judgement
· The ability of analysis, synthesis and linking of knowledge from other fields
· Independent expert work and decision-making
· Commitment to general and specific ethic principles (ethics in public administration)
With its specific approach, shown in the preceding paragraph, the faculty is teaching the student to see (and solve) a problem in the context of wider social fields. It addition to this, it provides modern views of public administration, directing students into the future.
The faculty achieves its objectives – and thus provides wider competence (also better employability and competitiveness on labour market) for its students – by: 
· Encouraging students to analyse problems from their working environment, 

· Inviting the most respectful lecturers in individual fields from all over the world,
· Lectures and education are based on modern information and communication technology (web portals).
